The aim is to train professionals who are able to quickly identify, analyse and 
adapt to the needs and restrictions of a production cycle (from production 
to release)... Every stage of the production cycle is therefore addressed in 
a linear fashion in a course which «unites» all of the subjects in a single 
application project. This «industrial project» makes it possible to tackle the 
entire product cycle, from inception (fi nding a need) to commercialization, 
via the drafting of specifi cations and technical data sheets, and the sourcing 
and production of prototypes
